This product is designed specifically for cavity-type ceilings.

It is NOT recommended to install this product in flat-roof, raked or cathedral ceilings.

It is recommended that the ceiling space is adequately ventilated to allow appropriate airflow tltrougltout the product.

This entire process repeats every 30 minutes, for a total of four cycles. Pressing twice will deactivate the air circulating fan, exhaust
fan ventilation, and heater. The air circulation fan continues for an additional 30 seconds lJefore sliutting down. The mode indictor

It is recommended to use the drying function to quicl(ly remove moisture and vaporise condensation after using the shower
when there is a large amount of steam and water droplets on the bathroom walls. This will help restore a dry bathroom

5 years in-home warranty on all components such as motor l'\ousing, digital controllers and [aulty fascia trims (NOT INCLUDING

NATURAL MATERIAL WEAR AND TEAR).

MOTOR AND MECHANICAL PARTS WARRANTY - DOMUS PTC Bathroom heaters

5 years in-home warranty on mechanical parts and the motor, excluding cosmetic issues and corrosion (unless reported in the f'irst 3

montl'-s).

1 year warranty applies when the bathroom heater or relevant parts is used in any non-domestic applications.

This statement is required l)y the Australian Consumer Law 2010: “Our goods come with guarantees that cannot be excluded
under the Australian Consumer Law. You are entitled to a replacement or refund for a major failure and for compensation for any
other reasonaloly foreseeal)le loss or damage.
